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What is the ICOE?

The International Center for Orthopaedic Education (ICOE) promotes international exchange in postgraduate orthopaedic education.  The ICOE coordinates educational, teaching and service experiences between countries around the world.  There is no charge for this service.  Both the applicants and the sponsoring organizations use this service free of charge.

If the services are free, who sponsors ICOE?

The American Orthopaedic Association founded the program in 1994 and co-sponsors the ICOE with Orthopaedic Hospital in Los Angeles.  ICOE proudly welcomed two new sponsors in January 2002: Journal of Bone and Joint Surgery and Orthopaedic Research and Education Foundation.  The support of all of these institutions allows ICOE to remain a strong presence in promoting educational opportunities throughout the world free of charge to its participants.  Committee heads are Chair Stuart L. Weinstein, MD and Vice Chair Blair C. Filler MD.
What type of educational and volunteer opportunities does ICOE offer?

The ICOE offers opportunities such as fellowships (direct patient care), clinical observerships, research (basic science and clinical), service (care to needy areas), and teaching (i.e., visiting professorship).  Experiences can be short-term (shorter than three months) or long-term (up to two years).

How many opportunities are listed in the ICOE database?

Currently there are 2,305 listings from 1,625 institutions in 82 different countries.

How do I list my educational or volunteer experience with ICOE?

Visit ICOE’s Web site (http://www.icoe.aoassn.org) and choose “List Your Opportunity.”  To post an opportunity on line, each first time user will be asked to register with ICOE.  After completing the free registration process, each user can list, update and delete opportunities.

How do I apply for an educational of volunteer opportunity?

Visit ICOE’s Web site (http://www.icoe.aoassn.org) and chose “Apply for Opportunities.”    Follow the on-screen instructions.  When you return to the site, you will need to enter your first name, last name, e-mail address and country.

What if I don’t have access to the Internet?

If you do not have access to the internet, you can request information from ICOE headquarters.  Send a note containing your contact information.  Please tell us if you are looking to apply for an opportunity or if you want to post an opportunity. (Contact information is on the reverse of this form.)
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How do I apply for an opportunity?  What is ICOE’s role?

Many applicants have had success finding and applying for fellowship opportunities.  ICOE acts merely as a clearing house for applicants and sponsoring organizations.  Applicants are required to apply directly to sponsoring organizations.  Sponsoring organizations are required to screen the applicants.  

Do you have any tips to make my search for an opportunity more successful?

ICOE is a great program which enables people to search for post-graduate opportunities.   Finding the right opportunities takes some time and dedication.  Here are some tips to follow:

-initially, search for your exact criteria, i.e., if you need housing or salary, select those options

Then on your next search:

-keep your search as “open” as possible.  This means even if you need housing or salary, do not select those options during your search.  Some listings offer some type of salary, but list the information in the ”notes” field instead of the salary field.  Also, once you have selected several opportunities of interest, it is wise to apply to several organizations.
